not more than six occasions in a municipal year without the prior consent of the Council:

Executive Committee: third Friday at 2:00pm;

Environmental Services Committee: first Monday at 10:00 am;
Regeneration and Community Committee: first Tuesday at 10:30am;
Housing Committee: first Wednesday at 10:30am;

Pensions Committee: second Wednesday in February, May, and November at 10:30am; the second
Wednesday in March and October at 11:00am, and in September the second Wednesday of the month at
10:30am.

Provided that the Chair of any Committee may authorise the Chief Executive in special circumstances to
convene a meeting of that Committee at any time, and to alter the particular day or time for the holding of
any regular Committee meeting. ”
